The successful scholarship holder will meet annually with the Principal to discuss her ongoing
commitment to the College and her achievement levels.

The successful applicant will receive a Scholarship Terms of Agreement. This document
outlines the College’s expectations of the student who is awarded the scholarship. The student
and her parent/s will be asked to acknowledge their acceptance of the scholarship by signing
the Scholarship Terms of Agreement, which is retained by the College.

Failure to meet the requirements of the Scholarship Terms of Agreement may result in the
termination of the scholarship.
